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Next step Holland: Doctors killing handicapped born babies and people fed up with life
Towards the Abolition of Abortion and Euthanasia

Drs. Bert P. Dorenbos, President of Schreeuw om Leven (Cry for Life) a leading Dutch pro-life organization will call the people of the Netherlands together for the abolition of abortion and euthanasia with the theme “Give me your heart”. With recent plans to euthanase just born severely handicapped infants, the way of the slippery slope in death’s direction is making this country darker and darker, he states. Parents who are already suffering because of the severe handicap of their just born children, will suffer more through the so-called Groningen hospital euthanasia protocol because now they must decide to end the life of their handicapped just born baby. Why should the government deny the parent’s right to mourn and the baby’s right to life, even when it is just for a short time? Adding to this cruel plan is the recent report of the Royal Dutch Medical Association, which proposes that anyone who is “fed up with life” should have the right to ask for euthanasia. This practice expands the practice of euthanasia which is already so wide that the UN Commission on Human Rights is questioning the Dutch government whether every person’s right is equally protected under the Dutch Euthanasia law.
